No issues have arisen as a result of the audit.

The only item I would like to comment on is the stock on hand in the Quartermaster store of $5845.
This is actually an asset belonging to the NZMVA but is not recorded on the financial report as the
report covers only movement in the bank accounts. The value of the stock is regularly reported at

meetings and recording
of stock movements is well detailed.

I would like to thank Hiro, Barbara and Barry for their assistance in gathering the information
necessary for me to conduct your Audit.

I wish to thank you for the opportunity of providing this service to you and look forward to continuing
to be of any assistance to you in the future.
